
Conjunctions

Conjunctions are connecting words. They join individual words or groups of words. 

Conjunctions may join: 

a) the same kind of words that are the same parts of speech, 

e.g. I like apples and oranges.(nouns)     He felt tired but happy. (adjectives)

     Will we walk or drive? (verbs)        The judge spoke sternly yet kindly. (adverbs)

b) groups of words that are the same kind of phrase.

e.g. She planted flowers in the garden and along the footpath.

He refused to do his homework or to go to school.

The most common conjunctions in this group are:    and, or, but, yet
